THE SIMPLE FUTURE  has two different forms in English, "will" and "be going to." Although the two forms can sometimes be used interchangeably, they often express two very different meanings. These different meanings might seem too abstract at first, but with time and practice the differences will become clear. Both "will" and "be going to" refer to a specific time in the future. Use of: Will   [WILL] + [VERB]  EXAMPLES:  I will help him later. I will never help him.  NOTE: When you are using a verb tense with more than one part such as Simple Future (will help), adverbs usually come between the first part and the second part (will never help).
FORM Be Going To  [AM / IS / ARE] + [GOING TO] + [VERB]  EXAMPLES:  He is going to meet Betty tonight.  He is definitely going to meet Betty tonight.
PRESENT SIMPLE
Expresses habits and routines 

When to use the simple present Use the Simple Present to express the idea that an action is repeated 

· Usa el presente simple para expresar la idea que la acción es repetida o usual.

· The action can be a habit, a hobby, a daily event, a scheduled event or something that often happens.
· La acción puede ser un hábito, un hobby, un evento, un horario, o algo que sucede en seguida.

· It can also be something a person often forgets or usually does not do.

· Puede ser algo no hecho, u olvidado

· The Simple Present can also indicate the speaker believes that a fact is/was true. It is also used to make generalizations.

· Puede ser algo que se cree la verdad o generalizaciones.

· Often used with adverbs of frequency: Always, usually, sometimes, often, never.

· Se usa muchas veces con adverbios de frecuencia: siempre, usualmente, a veces, a menudo, nunca.

Four Key Spelling Rules

· Write "i" before "e" except after "c," or when sounding like "a" as in "neighbor" and "weigh." When the "ie/ei" combination is not pronounced "ee," it is usually spelled "ei." 

· Example ie: fiery, friend, mischief, view, believe

· Example ei: reign, foreign, weigh, neighbor, weird, receive

· If a word ends with a silent "e," drop the "e" before adding a suffix which begins with a vowel:  state – stating    like -- liking

· Do not drop the "e" when the suffix begins with a consonant: state – statement         like–likeness 

· When "y" is the last letter in a word and the "y" is preceded by a consonant, change the "y" to "i" before adding any suffix except those beginning with "i":  beauty—beautiful        fry—fries   hurry—hurried    lady—ladies 

· When forming the plural of a word which ends with a "y" that is preceded by a vowel, add "s":  toy—toys    play—plays        monkey—monkeys 

· When a one-syllable word ends in a consonant preceded by one vowel, double the final consonant before adding a suffix which begins with a vowel: bat—batted –batting     prod—prodded  --prodding   

· When a multi-syllable word ends in a consonant preceded by one vowel, the same rule holds true: double the final consonant: control—controlled     begin—beginning only when the accent is on the last syllable. 

Their, There, They're

· Their = possessive pronoun: They got their books.

· There = that place: My house is over there. (This is a place word, and so it contains the word here.) 

· They're = contraction for they are: They're making dinner. (Pronouns have apostrophes only when two words are being shortened into one.) 

To, Too, Two

· To = preposition, or first part of the infinitive form of a verb: They went to the lake to swim.

· Too = very, also: I was too tired to continue. I was hungry, too.

· Two = the number 2: Two students scored below passing on the exam. 

Two, twelve, and between are all words related to the number 2, and all contain the letters tw.

We're, Where, Were

· We're = contraction for we are: We're glad to help. (Pronouns have apostrophes only when two words are being shortened into one.)

· Where = location: Where are you going? (This is a place word, and so it contains the word here.)

· Were = a past tense form of the verb be: They were walking side by side. 

Your, You're

· Your = possessive pronoun: Your shoes are untied.

· You're = contraction for you are: You're walking around with your shoes untied. (Pronouns have apostrophes only when two words are being shortened into one.) 

PLURAL

The plural is formed by adding S to a word. 
When the word ends in x, ch, sh, s, z add es. ash  ashes,  patch patches

some words that end in o also add es: tomatoes, potatoes, heroes, but not all: zoos, photos, kilos, pianos, videos etc. add only s

Words that end in a vowel + y add only s: toys days. But words that end in a consonant + y change the y to i and add es: parties, bunnies.

Words that end in f or fe change to ves:  knife - knives,  wife - wives,  life – lives
SOME WORDS CHANGE COMPLETELY: a foot  > feet   a tooth > teeth  a man > men    a woman > women   a child > children   a person > people     a mouse > mice

SOME DO NOT CHANGE AT ALL:   a sheep > many sheep    a deer > many deer     a fish > many fish

	Use ANY for negative sentences: 
Marsha doesn't have any paper today. She forgot it at home.

	Use SOME for affirmative sentences: 
Sara has some paper. She will lend some paper to Marsha.

	***Use SOME / ANY for questions:
Excuse me Sara, do you have any paper? / Excuse me Sara, do you have some paper? 

***A general guideline about any / some in questions: If the speaker thinks the answer is probably NO, the speaker will probably use ANY.  
If the speaker has no guess about the answer, the speaker will probably use ANY.  
If the speaker thinks the answer is probably YES, the speaker will probably use SOME.
